Procedures for issuing the Outstanding Athletes Scholarship
	1. National Pingtung University of Science and Technology (hereinafter referred to as the University) have created this opportunity in response to the National Sports Award as promoted by the national government, with the aim of helping student athletes achieve their highest potential, and in doing so, improves the fame of the University.



	 2. Students (including graduate students), representing the University at competitions organized by the Executive Yuan, the Ministry of Education, Sports Commission and the National University Sports Federation may apply for this scholarships offered by the Office of Physical Education.


	3. Credits considered according to the type of sport event and ranking of the candidate:

	4. The above credit system will be utilized for the issuing of scholarships.



	5. Award-winning achievements, in accordance with the credit system, will adhere to the following regulations:
(A) Credits will be given according to awards received within the year.
(B) Credits will not be considered for the person or team ranked as last in the competitions, even when the previous condition is fulfilled.
(C) Group or Team Achievements: credits will be multiplied and given to members having contributed to the awarded game.

	 

	6. Scholarship will be deduced from related projects of the university. Each credit is valid for 1000NTD. In case the amount exceeds the budget for this scholarship, the amount will be recalculated proportionally.


	7. Applications must be submitted to the Office of Physical Education before May every year, with the completed application forms and complementary information such as the official program of the games, records of the competition results, photocopy of student id, and certificate of participation for a preliminary revision and posterior review of the Scholarship Committee. After the final decision, the scholarships will be awarded at a public event. The graduated students will be communicated by post or other means of notification for the reception of the award.



	8. This procedure, as well as its future revisions will be implemented after discussion and approval of the Executive Council.


	Note:
1.  Competitions are limited to the following game categories: Olympic Games, Asian Games, World Games, World University Games, Nationwide Games, Popular Games, and National College Games.

2.  In the event that an applicant has also broken a previously held record, that applicant will receive 10 more points in their overall evaluation. They should be sure to bring this to the attention of the evaluation committee since said applicant may then also apply for other scholarship opportunities

3.  Any form of lower level competition as opposed to those mentioned (Note 1) are not included.
